Honor Wyatt b. Feb 26 1910; d. 23 Oct 1998

With the passing of Honor Wyatt, we have lost one of the last links to
the Laura Riding and Robert Graves pre-war set in Deya. Many read-
ers will recall Honor’s remarkable performance at the Robert Graves
Centenary Conference at St John’s College, Oxford in 1995. Deaf and
half-blind, she held us spell-bound as she regaled us with a well-craft-
ed talk about the life in Robert and Laura’s newly-built Canellun, the
friends, the tensions, the laughs and the near-suicidal moments. The
cast of characters included the poets James Reeves and Norman
Cameron; the sculptor Len Lye; the painter John Aldridge; Tom
Matthews, later editor of Time Magazine; Jacob Brownowski, mathe-
matician, philosopher and author of The Ascent Of Man; Eirlys Roberts,
founder of the Consumer Association and Which magazine; and Karl
Goldschmidt, Graves and Riding’s assistant.
